A den has between 5 drl0 boys of the same age who work together on ageropriate activities. Den Leaders
are responsible for coordinating den activities; however, parents will be called upon to assist as needed. This

mean helping with a den meeting or one of the otlien activities, gathering materials for a craft project, or
providing snacks.

The Den Leader is sometimes assisted by an Assistant Den Leader and/or a Den Chief (an older Boy Scout).

The den allows Scouts to get to know each other better and engage in activities that would be difficult in Pack
meetings. Den meeting activities are planned arousuk requirementsand include gams, handicrafts, outdoor
fun, and taking part in simple ceremonies and songs.

Work on advancement requirements is included, but parents are vital helpers in completing requirements for
advancement.
